RESEARCH GOALS & AREAS OF INTEREST
My research is concentrated in theoretical areas of AI & philosophy, especially logical foundations of AI, commonsense reasoning, philosophy of language, pragmatics & philosophy of mind. In general, I try to adhere to the following observation of John McCarthy: “AI cannot avoid philosophy. If a computer program is to behave intelligently in the real world, then it must be provided with some kind of framework into which to fit particular facts it is told or discovers. This amounts to at least a fragment of some kind of philosophy, however naive.”
Brief descriptions of some recent efforts are listed below. (All of these have given rise to journal articles; see my publications.)

· Contextual reasoning: This comprises my main area of interest nowadays. When people act in a certain way or say a particular thing, they usually do so in a context. As a result, in all the things that they do or say there are embedded background assumptions available only through the context. Furthermore, people are usually very good at shifting between contexts or lifting information from one context to another. Contextual reasoning is interested in discovering how to render this whole activity as a formal theory. It is hoped that an intelligent program can then implement such a formalism.

A thorough understanding of context would lead to dramatic improvements in many practical areas such as expert systems, natural language understanding, robotics, intelligent retrieval of information (as required by search engines, office information systems, knowledge management systems) & so on.

· In McCarthy’s papers, contexts are rich objects that can only be partially defined. I’ve formalized the contexts of McCarthy from a situation-theoretic vantage point. More recently, I have been looking at the benefits of studying context as a social construct.

· Social aspects of the Internet: My graduate course “Implications of the Internet” studies the tensions between local vs global, individual vs corporate & democracy vs authoritarianism in the context of internet. My work in this area appeared in First Monday.
· Computing with situations: Situation theory - due to the late Jon Barwise & John Perry - has been developed over the last 25 years. It was applied to a number of philosophical & linguistic issues. I’ve invented the BABY-SIT programming language which uses situation-theoretic constructs as its formal foundation.

· Epistemic puzzles: These (e.g., the Three Wisemen) involve common knowledge & belief. I’ve studied a class of epistemic puzzles within the framework of situation theory.

· Sets & common sense: I’ve looked at classical set theory from an AI perspective in order to consider alternative set theories. Desirable features of a possible commonsense set theory were also investigated, including the accommodation of non-wellfoundedness.

· Punctuation & information: I’ve analyzed the contributions of punctuation marks to information flow in written discourse. This was done within the framework of Hans Kamp’s discourse representation theory (DRT). Several interesting occurrences of linguistic phenomena in conjunction with punctuation marks were revealed.

TEACHING GOALS & COURSES TAUGHT
I am interested in teaching AI, logic, natural language, philosophy (mind & language), and Internet related material.

My essential motto in teaching may be summarized as “learning by doing.” In general, I do not simply come to class and deliver lectures.  Rather, I do my best to motivate my students to do independent work by taking the material taught in the classroom as their point of departure. I attach great importance to homework, term papers (essays or programming projects), and class presentations. While lecturing about certain technical material is my prime responsibility as an instructor, it is also my job to make my students fluent speakers and writers of technical material.
